Coaching Philosophy

· The player is paramount- all coaching should be tailored to his/her ability and ambition (or lack of it).

· If players do not enjoy the experience they will not benefit or develop and probably drift away. Therefore the most important aspect of coaching, practice or competition must be enjoyment.

· I believe in the principles of LTAD, although working as I do predominantly with County Under 10 and 11s, it is important to get the balance right. I have no doubt that young players who have had LTAD training will be better prepared for their future in sport.
· Coaching is advice and suggestion. Players have different styles and techniques. If these are not detrimental to their physical well being e.g. mixed actions, we do not have to turn out clones. 
· It is important to foster the team ethic, whist making players aware of the value of their own contribution to that team.

· Sport has a massive part to play in the social and psychological development of youngsters. We must be sympathetic to their needs.

· Communication is vital, but this must be two ways. Listening is as important as talking.

· Players must be encouraged to self-appraise, both individually and collectively.

· A coach must develop awareness and tactical decision-making as much as technique.

· Psychology has a significant part to play, especially for elite players.
